You can apply for this account if you're a UK resident aged 18 or over
You can’t make any withdrawals before the end of your fixed term.

If you think you may need access to your money during the term, you should
consider our Freedom Savings Account which allows unlimited withdrawals.

The fixed term ends on the day before the relevant anniversary of the date of your
deposit. For example, if you open a 2-year Fixed Term Savings Account on 10
March 2016, the fixed term interest rate will expire on 9 March 2018.

If the term ends over a weekend or on a bank or public holiday, the accrued
payment date for your deposit will be the immediate preceding banking weekday.

A closing statement will be available at maturity.
